All wines are directly imported from France; Burgundy, Rhone, Bordeaux, Loire, 
Alsace and Languedoc – Roussillon with the intention of offering both quality 
and value. Many are produced organically or bio-dynamically and are marked 
with **.

Our wine producer friends in France have also been in our thoughts following 
severe spring frosts that were declared the ‘agricultural disaster of the  
21st century’. Heavy frost affected up to 80% of French vineyards in almost 
every region. I fought hard for allocations, but many are smaller than in  
previous years, and unfortunately, we have seen some price rises, especially  
in Burgundy. 

Generally speaking, in Burgundy, cooler microclimates have done very well, 
and I have sought many new wines from outside the classic like St Aubin, 
Hautes Cotes, Auxey Duresses, St Romain, Marsannay, Givry, and Macon, 
among many more. With such a large list I have marked a few of my “Coup  
de Coeur”        !

We have also imported a selection of excellent South African, Italian, and  
Spanish wines, all of which are well worth trying. The wines are chosen to 
deliver a good blend of quality at excellent prices.

Cabernet Franc wine, instantly charming, with black cherry flavours and an enticing supple texture. 

A very attractive candy-pink colour with a delicate pleasing nose.  An excellent light lunch wine.

 Medium-bodied red, with a very pleasant bouquet, ripe fruit and pepper spices. The  appellation’s 
supple, elegant reds have the power and roundness of Grenache and the  floral aromas of Syrah. 
The wines are ready to be enjoyed young, but will also age beautifully.

KELLY’S SPECIAL HOUSE SELECTION
Kelly’s selection Red, White and Rose are wines from the Rhone Valley, Loire and Burgundy. The Rhone wines were specially labelled 

and bottled for Kelly’s.  The label was commissioned and painted by artist William Crozier.

A dry fruity wine, the clay terroir gives its white wines vibrant freshness and a tang of acidity with to 
good balance. Clairette, a grape grown more widely here is successfully blended with Grenache, 
Roussanne and a little viognier

The grapes are carefully selected before being fermented and aged in oak in exactly the same way 
as the Grands Crus Classés of Graves.  Sémillon is the principal grape variety, bringing the lushness 
of tropical fruit to the more tangy Sauvignon.

A well balanced, full-bodied red wine produced by the Avril Family, from the area surrounding 
Chateauneuf-du-Pape.  A blend of the last four vintages of their house wines. V.D.T., produced 
organically.

An excellent Sauvignon Blanc from the Loire Valley adjacent to Sancerre.  Lovely fresh wine with 
light colour and gooseberries, grass, lemon and wild flowers on the nose

A delicious top wine from Samuel Baron in the Loire Valley. Certified organic since 2015, the wine is

A very renowned wine grower in Chablis.  His Chablis is dry, well rounded, with expressive aromas, 
no oak is used to keep fruit & freshness.

WHITE BURGUNDY

Chateau Notre Dame - Montagne - St. Emilion 2017 (Red)

This is one of the legendary domains of the Côte de Beaune and his white wines are gold-dust; 
eagerly snapped up all over the world. This Aligoté displays a pure, crisp style, revealing white 
flower and mineral aromas on the nose. 

A very renowned wine grower in Chablis.  His Chablis is dry, well rounded, with expressive aromas, 
no oak is used to keep fruit & freshness.

As the name suggests, it comes from les 1er Cru Butteaux and sees 5% maturation in barrels, the 
remainder in stainless steel. There is a little cream on the palate that adds to the body but this is a 
mineral, fresh and driven style organic wine from Gruffens.

Not surprisingly, this 2019 is one of the more structured premier crus and it will want some bottle 
age to start to stir. The potential here is excellent, with the very pure and precise nose offering up 
scents of green apple, flinty minerality and citrus zest.

Organic and bio dynamic grapes grown in the Haute Cotes are added to certain village wines for the 
blend for a carefully crafted final cuvée, with a precise, mineral, and fruity wine with a smooth 
patina from the larger barrels used to age it. Ripe for drinking now!

Pierre Morey's Bourgogne Aligoté is arguably one of the finest expressions of this grape variety, 
sourced from the domaine's own vineyards located in the Meursault area. With aromas of pear and 
lemon alongside subtle mineral notes, the palate is mouthwateringly fresh with great texture and 
balanced acidity. 

An excellent rich smooth wine with honey and oak aromas from th Meursault area, it could 
compete very favorably with some Village Meursault's.  Pierre and Anne produce this powerful 
wine organically.

Ben harvests his Aligoté grapes relatively late, so they contribute weight and texture to the wine as 
well as their hallmark shimmering acidity. This is aged primarily in foudre, again contributing 
texture and layers of aromatic complexity that will reveal themselves only with time in bottle. 

From a long-established family estate.  This Chardonnay is fresh with fruit and soft on the palate. 
Vines are situated beside Savigny.

A firm full white chardonnay with a lovely golden colour and a clean fresh aromas on the palate, a 
great introduction to this wonderful Domaine in the Cote de Nuits.

Soft notes of petrol sit atop the mostly floral and white orchard fruit scents. With rich and very 
generously proportioned flavours which are to the point of being almost soft and easy-to-like, 
should drink well immediately.

A rich and luscious wine from one of the finest vineyard in Auxey-Duresses located just beside 
Meursault.  Beautifully balanced with elegance and length with a mineral freshness.

A blend of multiple parcels with 3 generations of vines,  located at the end of the valley above the 
village of St Aubin. More forward, mouth-puckering acidity is the first impression but the wine 
relaxes some over the palate – yellow citrus and a touch of oak.

In the Morey cellars, Les Tessons is a de facto premier cru and the 2018 is no exception. A stylish 
bouquet of green apple, pear, almond cream and white flowers introduces a deep, full-bodied wine 
with lovely extract and texture, also showing great mineral grip and length on the finish. Fantastic 
stuff!

The 2014 Bâtard Montrachet Grand Cru comes from 50-year-old vines. Raised in 50% new oak, 
seamlessly intergrated. A very pretty bouquet with passion fruit, yellow plum scents with fine 
mineral tension. The palate has a touch of ginger on the entry with a beauifully balanced acidity, a 
wave of spiciness  fans out on the finish. This is really a very classy Bâtard, packed with upside 
potential, it's going to require it. Don't miss!

A Monopole by Vougeraie, wonderfully fresh and mineral wine with the richness of a great 
Meursault, only 2 hectares for the world!  Vinified organically by the excellent team in Vougeraie 
under the watchful eye of Sylvie Poillot. Deserves to be classed as a Grand Cru, outstanding! 

Another cooler appellation that enjoyed its days in the sun in ’18. Ben prefers to raise this in 2,500-
litre foudres, which are less oxidative, keeping the focus on the wine’s fresness and citrus-bright 
acidity. The wine is generous in the context of its appellation, with a spicy, wild-honey notes.

A very distinctive wine with a lovely spice on the nose, and the palate is detailed and expressive, 
showing understatement and purity. One I had to add to our list to celebrate my six daughters and 
recent grand-daughter.

A wine I had to buy this year, only 2500 bottles made, super concentration with toasty oak base.  A 
chardonnay showing lovely fruit, balance and freshness. Good aging potential.

Another little gem by Anne & Pierre. Sous Le Chateau comes from a single site in St Romain. It is 
beauifully ripe and the nose shows a spice tone with lemon oil and a hit of stone fruits.

One of the most famous white wines in the world, charged with flavour, yet very refined.  Rated in 
the Wine Spectator as one of the world’s top white wines: 93 points.

Situated near Meursault but at a higher altitude, this warm vintage in St. Romain gives a lovely fruit 
& minerality, beautifully balanced.  Alain’s St Romain was recently awarded   18.5 / 20 in 
Bourgogne Aujourd’hui, the best note of the region.

There are only 8,000 bottles of the 2016 Pierreclos, a superb wine that unfurls in the glass with a 
classy bouquet of lemons, confit citrus and smoky reduction. It's full-bodied, ample and silky, with a 
deep mouthwatering finish.

A clean wine full of pure Chardonnay fruit, 
backed up with subtle, vanilla oak & typical nutty flavours from this single yineyard, which is under 
review to be the first Pouilly Fuisse with 1er Cru status.

Planted in clay soil located on the high part of the Davaye village beside Pouilly Fuisse.  At one 
meter deep, the roots penetrate the Jurassic limestone bench, bringing a superb minerality to this 
ample & powerful wine.

Superb sweet, charming and concentrated palate with beautiful precision and a remarkable touch 
of texture. The flesh is very broad, very typical Aloxe with ripe tannins and cherry and violet finish. 
Well done Christine! 

We have been fans of and supported Domaine Dubreuil-Fontaine wines for many years. Their 5th 
generation winemaker/proprietor Christine Dubreuil has visited Kelly's many times, a solid 
producer with a style. This 1er Cru Beaune sits wonderfully just under the famous Clos des 
Mouches, packed with pure pinot fruit, a pleasure! 

A touch of wood sets off fresh, bright and exuberant aromas that combine various red berries and 
appealing spice. The mouth feel  is sleek thanks to the fine-grained tannins though the complex and 
well-balanced finish. Another gem from Benjamin.

From a variety of village vineyards and some Premier Cru vines.  This is a pretty, stylish, suave, 
balanced and long wine with a strawberry fruit succulence.  A delicious red Burgundy.

Made from 27% whole bunches,  the estate carries out a pre-fermentation cold maceration (12-15 
°C) before fermentation. The resulting wine has an intense ruby   color, with some garnet 
reflections. The classic nose is dominated by red and black fruits. This is a beautiful burgundy round 
and well balanced, awarded 93/100 in Decanter.

This vineyard nestles just under the A6 as it cuts through the hill on its way down to Beaune. There 
is a small percentage of new oak here and it is unashamedly a crowd-pleaser, with hints of beetroot 
and tomato that might make you think this was from New Zealand, before the elegent tannins and 
creamy mid-palate draw you back to Burgundy.

A very distinctive wine with a lovely spice on the nose, and the palate is detailed and expressive, 
showing understatement and purity. One I had to add to our list to celebrate my six daughters and 
recent grand-daughter.

From old vignes an intense ruby colour wine. Complex nose displaying a great intensity of red fruits, 
mellow berry and spices. The palate presents harmonious balance, sustained tannins and great 
length. Good ageing potential. 

A lovely ruby colour wine, with rich aromatic Pinot fruit. It is a wine I just had to buy after tasting in 
the cellar.  Great finesse and excellent length on the palate. 

A superb wine, aromas of earth, game, smoke and dark berry fruit aromas. There is excellent 
power to the wine with full-bodied flavours that possess punch and ample minerality on the 
balanced, complex and solidly persistent finish with length and all the finesse of a Grand Cru.  91-94 
Inside Burgundy

A lovely medium-bodied wine with a fruity elegance and freshness.  Alain is one of St. Romain’s 
most renowned producers.  He was given the Top Ratings of the region in ‘Bourgogne Aujourd’hui’ 
Wine Guide.

It is a beautiful pink-purple colour with a very lively nose. Perfect bright red fruit, raspberry notes, 
and a silky mouthful with excellent intensity rather than weight, perfect finish. All in pure fresh red 
fruit, a little cherry perfume. 90/92 Inside Burgundy

A long vinification and new oak casks have given this organic wine an inky dark concentration with 
lovely depth of ripe cassis fruit, stony minerality and plenty of tannic concentration, but with 
finesse. One of the great traditional burgundy producers!

This 2017  has a proper Pommard bouquet, fresh and well defined with black fruit and just a touch 
of dried herb. The palate is medium-bodied with supple ripe tannin, tightly packed red berry fruit. 
This is well-crafted, quintessential Pommard that is punching well above its weight.

This 1er Cru  was the first to be harvested since the alcohol potential was already 13.7?. This has a  
redcurrant and strawberry bouquet, with tangible mineralite and good tension. The palate is sweet, 
rounded and plush with full tannin and acidity with impressive density towards the finish. If you're 
looking for a well-made opulent Volnay, this is the ticket.

Pinot Noir with a full and intense nose - stone fruits and licorice. It is rich and robust in the mouth 
with well-integrated but imposing tannins, a touch of minerality, and at the end a little sweetness. 
De Suremain translates to sure hand, Eric is certainly that!

Pierre Biodynamic red Meursault 2018 is a juicy red wine with aromas of red forest berries and 
spicy notes. On the palate it reveals robust tannins from its youth. It has a fresh and lively acidity 
and a pleasant and persistent finish. This wine ages for 10 to 15 years in the winery.

You may be sceptical about bio dynamic wine growing, but with a succulent and enticing palate of 
raspberries and red cherries balanced perfectly by complex savoury notes of mushroom and turned 
earth, it’s clear Marchand-Tawse are doing something right! 

This  bio dynamic Monthélie reveals beautiful smoky notes with touches of black pepper, currant 
and  plum.  The attact on the palate is sharp and full of fruit. A wine of great emotion, thank you 
Mr. Morey.

The vines are nearly 100 years old, giving an intense full flavoured, ruby coloured wine.  A seductive 
nose with good intensity emphasizing notes of oak, ripe fruit and a slight animal character. It was a 
must buy for 2021.

COTE DE NUITS

The 40-to-60-year-old vines of Forey’s Bourgogne Rouge—produced from various parcels in Nuits 
and Vosne offers pure Pinot Noir pleasure, beaming red fruits and an attractive dusting of spices.

A great starting wine from Pascal, aromas and flavors of black fruits followed by a crisp and bright 
palate should pair this wine nicely with a little chicken or white meat.

An outstanding Bourgogne from this great estate.  From the upper slope in Nuit giving a style that is 
always very nervous during the wine’s youth, after those tasty fruit flavours are the dominating 
characteristic of this fresh and textured Pinot Noir.

A brilliant little wine that brings the goods, offering a light ruby hue as well as complex notes of 
sweet cherries, raspberries and spring flowers. Beautifully balanced, medium to light-bodied, and 
graceful on the palate.

Not everyone gets the chance to taste the grands crus of this famous Côte de Nuits domain . This is 
the perfect chance to open a bottle of Trapet's delicious Pinot Noir, classed in the Bourgogne 
appellation.

A beautiful blend of fruit from the Hautes Côtes de Beaune with fruit from young vines in Vougeot, 
Gevrey-Evocelles, Volnay and Nuits. These are all assembled to give a super simple but generous 
Pinot wine. It saw 10 percent wholebunch and 20 percent new oak.

From a lovely site above Meursault, this wine shows however Pinot can be very distinguished here, 
making fine, perfumed wines. Very dense youthful purple in colour, with great charm.

The name refers to the latitude in |Burgundy and it's a blend of the village grapes from Beaune 1er 
Cru, Marsannay and the Hautes Cotes de Nuits. A full ripe new world style wine, with ripe black and 
red berry fruit, coupled with a pleasing savoury spice.

Olivier Guyot took over the family estate in 1990, a clear Pinot with purple or bright ruby colour. 
You can almost see small red (strawberries, redcurrant) and black (blackcurrant, blueberry) berries. 
Firm and round texture, with a good balance of acidity and tannins.

Rich dense purple in colour, the nose is a little backward here, but on the palate this shows in a rich 
plump format with dark raspberry fruit and a little fresh acidity. A great introduction to the Boillot 
wines.

You feel he knows every single vine personally and the wines, full, 
generous, rich and expansive, have a lot more to them than most. This is a splendid Domaine and 
the wines are getting better and better."

A blend of eight different parcels, with just over 20 percent new oak. Delicious from the first sniff; 
rich, ripe red fruit emerges from the glass along with some sweet spice and a touch of earthy 
minerality. The palate has good weight with strawberry fruit and pleasing freshness. There’s 
impressive concentration and surprising structure.

Deeply coloured and packed with beautiful flavours of red and black fruit, round, silky tannins and a 
rich acidity. The wine is structured, concentrated and complex, with great aromatic purity and 
drinking very well already.

I simply loved this Marsannay 2019 from Trapet. It needs a little time to open and obtain the subtle 
nose of blue and red fruits. On the palate, the wine is greedy with very pleasant and fine tannins.

This organic wine is aged in oak barrels for a little over a year, 1/3 new. This cuvée offers aromas of 
strawberries and blackberries, with hints of game and undergrowth. Powerful and concentrated, 
the wine is massive on the palate but the tannins remain of a beautiful finesse. 90-93 Inside 
Burgundy

Although full and generous at the same time, this FixIn will surprise many by its deep colour. Its 
fruity nose reminds a red fruit coulis, and in mouth it will amaze by its full Pinot Noir characteristics. 
Drinking well now, but maybe best laid down a little more.

Rich deep purple with  ripe raspberry fruit. Fresh, clean, mineral and intense on the palate with a 
lovely supple fruit backed by clean energy. Darker fruit, but significantly more weight.  There are 
plenty of tannins here, but easily enough fruit. Ostrea is so named due the the proliferation of 
fossilized oyster shells in the soils. Biodynamically farmed with 5 star rating from Inside Burgundy

The Guyot family has one and a half hectares of this terroir, deemed the 1er cru of Marsannay. This 
cuvée was aged for 16 months in barrels, but it gives pride of place to red fruits. After a nice attack 
on the palate, silky tannins give a proud look to the whole wine.

This 2016 Gevrey  is matured in 25% new oak having not been touched by the frost. The nose was 
showing some reduction, so needs a little airation. The palate is quite bold by comparison with 
blackberry, marmalade and touches of orange rind. The tannins here feel quite rigid with quite a 
masculine, saline finish. Lovely stuff !

A full and fresh aromatic Grand Cru wine, that mingles herbs with base fruit. This is very good with 
lots of concentration – complex and impressive! Burghound (92-94)

Fruit aromas run toward dark and black berries with deep violet and warm earth nuances that leave 
rounded rich and notably sweet medium full flavours that are supple and also attractively textured 
as they are firm but not hard and underpinned by moderately ripe tannins.  True Pinot Noir at its 
BEST!

A step up in concentration than the more mineral Echezeaux.  Dense and powerful with a bouquet 
of pure red wild berries spiced with hints of oak and chocolate. (Magnums on request)

Located a few steps from the Grands Crus and rivals in finesse and grace with its prestigious 
cousins.The little chapel comes from the oldest soils. The intense and complex aromas, both floral 
and fruity, are found in the mouth. 70% whole bunch vinification giving a silky substance of this 
beautiful powerful wine, suggests a very good aging potential.

This Chambolle has fine potential, a perfect marriage of freshness and decadence. Slightly reduced, 
but still very Chambolle, lively, refined, and delicate with a beautiful linear attack. Only 15% new 
oak leaves room for the stems to shine through. Oh, joy!

A very elegant Chambolle from one of my favorite Burgundy growers,  of 13 barrels in this 
Chambolle-Musigny three of them come from the Chatelots Premier Cru vineyard. The nose is 
pretty and perfumed with rose petal notes alongside some wild berry aromas. The palate is clean 
and energetic, with real intensity and purity. This is a focused, precise and mineral expression of 
Chambolle-Musigny. Drink now to 2025.

Often presented as the most « feminine » wine of the Côte-de-Nuits. Its finesse and intensity show 
with refined subtlety. A bright ruby red colour, its nose reveals small berry  aromas. It ages to show 
more ripe fruit and spices. Its silky and laced palate leaves room for smooth tannins. A real charm 
offensive.

Forey’s Vosne-Romanée is notably silkier and more elegant than his other village wines. Produced 
from fourteen small parcels planted between 1942 and 1974. It is aged in a combination of demi-
muids and smaller barrels. What it lacks in flesh it more than compensates for in its mineral drive, 
and its tight-grained tannins counterbalance the fruit’s suaveness with an appealing hint of 
austerity. 40% whole clusters.

A young elegant wine situated between Chambolle-Musigny and Gevrey-Chambertin.  It has a deep 
colour and is very aromatic.  Round and ripe on the palate with bright acidity.

An attractively expressive and fresh nose speaks of both red and blue pinot fruit, earth and a whiff 
of smoke. The supple, vibrant and nicely detailed flavors flash a touch of austerity on the delicious, 
complex and slightly rustic finish. A good Nuits villages.

Farmed organically. This is a relatively high octane wine which has managed to retain its balance. 
All destemmed. Lovely mid purple, sweetly ripe, just given an infusion so as to escape any 
toughness. A juicy albeit powerful wine by one of Burgundies top a great wine makers Pascal 
Marchand.

Another little gem from Pascal, medium intensity on the nose developing into black and red fruits 
with a little earthiness. full bodied on the palate, medium tannins with good finish long of 
blackberry and liquorice.

Petits-Monts is a medium size 1er cru located just above the famous Richebourg – going from the 
top of the grand crus to the top of the hill. The oak influence still allows the cool red and blue pinot 
fruit to reveal itself. The stony, precise, ripe and fleshy medium-bodied flavors possess excellent 
intensity and length.

The 2019 is a very warm vintage, from the plots Vignieux and Barrox. Several different barrel-
makers are used; Taransaud is on the spicy side, while Cavin is sweeter and more seductive. 
Georgeous, lively fruit, stuffed with wild raspberries. This will be a lovely wine.

The 2018 has turned out very nicely, bursting from the glass with expressive aromas of rose petals, 
spices and  wild berries. Full-bodied and invitingly perfumed, it's built around mellow tannins and 
succulent acids. Despite its deceptive charm, there's considerable structure here to sustain graceful 
evolution in the cellar. 90 points with Parker

Clean saline notes from the dark fruit nicely on the focused finish.  ‘This is a touch firmer than the 
Vosne, and almost as impressive’ Robert Parker. Great wines at great value.

The 2019  Nuits-Saint-Georges Les Plateaux is showing beautifully, bursting from the glass with an 
inviting bouquet of blackberries, red berries, exotic spices, orange rind and framed with toasty new 
oak. 91/100 Parker

Les Gaudichots is the relatively unknown neighbour of the famous La Tache vineyard.  Collectors 
are however beginning to appreciate the Gaudichots terroir – and the demand for the few bottles 
made is rising year after year.  It shows great intensity in its dark fruit, a seductive wine layered 
with sweet spices. 

This cuvée blends power and finesse to perfection and also has an intense fleshy quality. this cuvée 
is vinified using one-third new wood. On tasting, the bouquet is immediately seductive with its 
aromas of red berries. Full-bodied, and rich substance is countered by an attractive freshness and 
silky texture.

A little more weight to the 
fruit than the Chaponnaire, lush but balanced. Perhaps a little dark cherry in style, on the riper side. 
Clean long finish!

You would be hard pushed to find a softer, more delicate and engaging Mercurey than this. Not 
deep or powerful, this offers simple but beautiful Pinot qualities of charm, lightness, balance and 
perfume.  A joy!

On our visit, it was one of my favorite wines. Beautiful balance with fruit and elegance lighter style 
that the other crus.

The finest cru in Nuits St-Georges, planted back in 1933.  Great concentration of strawberry and 
black cherry and spice flavours.  Ripe and supple texture with a long finish, without doubt the Grand 
Cru of Nuits-Saint-George.

A  lighter style than the Les Cloux, This wine comes from a plot of Pinot Noir matured for around 12 
months in oak barrels, 25% of which are new. It is a wine with a fleshy and fruity palate. The main 
aromas are strawberry and blackcurrant, charming!

Making the best wines in Givry, by some stretch, if he were in any other part of Burgundy he would 
be heralded as a super-star.  Here is outstanding richness to this Pinot Noir wine, with flavours that 
deliver fine depth on the impressively long finish.

Another brilliant 2016, where fruit, energy, and mineral detail dominate. The nose offers an array 
of pretty wildflower, red fruit, and spice aromas. On the palate a melange of ripe strawberry and 
sour cherry flavours giving way to chalky minerality. 

Planted in the late 1960s, joining the Jacqueson stable in 2016. Préaux has similar soil to Cloux but 
deeper. 20% whole bunch vinification has been used here to keep it lively. It’s a dark fruit for sure, 
flirting with raisiny notes, yet with depth and persistence.

THE BEAUJOLAIS REGION
Although officially and legally part of Burgundy, Beaujolais stands apart with its whole essence in youth lightness and fruity aromas, 

which come from the Gamay Grape.

If a wine could exemplify “love” in a bottle, this Saint-Amour would be it! This St Amour is 
characterised by an exceptional maturity of the grapes. This wine offers a rich and fruity nose. In 
mouth, this vintage offers a lot of fruits, accompanied by supple tannins, what gives it a charming 
and elegant character. I just had to buy it!

La Dame Nature is a cuvée without added sulphites from young vines of the Coteau de la Madone. 
An intense color with a nose mixing ripe red fruits and floral notes. The palate is round and warm, a 
real surprise!

Château-Chalon is an appellation which is regarded as the unofficial grand cru for the famous vin 
jaune ("yellow wine") of the Jura. Intense yellow wine from Savagnin, with aromas of walnut, 
hazelnut, almond and even truffle and curry. 

The local grape varieties mingle with those of the relatively nearby Burgundy, such as Pinot Noir and Chardonnay. But Jura's wines owe 
their originality and reputation to their native varieties Poulsard, Trousseau and Savagnin and to their very distinctive, evolved, 

sometimes even oxidized character. The famous yellow wines, aged for six years years under a film of yeast  are in this category. "Vin 
de paille" or "straw wine" is also one of the Jura's great traditions. "Vin de paille" or "straw wine" is another of the Jura's specialities.

The north Beaujolais, this wine is from 75 year old vines.  Complex nose with spicy notes and 
flowery hints.  Juicy with soft tannins and mild quite long finish.  It will keep on improving during the 
next few years.

A lovely organic Chardonnay wine with green reflections and an elegant, fresh, very expressive 
nose of citrus and exotic fruits. On the palate a nice fruitiness, tinged with acidity. Paradoxically, a 
lot of freshness for this "Grand Chaude.

Morgon is the most robust of the ten Beaujolais Cru wines and the most exuberantly fruity, vibrant 
and vivacious Morgon of the appellation.

A tender and harmonious wine with lovely aromas of kirsch and spice. The palate is light and juicy 
with bright fruit and elegance with a refreshing finish.

Jura - Domaine Grand
The Grandes have been winemakers from father to son since 1692. Today, it is Emmanuel and Nathalie who manage the 10.5 ha of 

vines in the Jura. Together, they practice organic and bio-dynamic farming.  Having tasted the wines with one of Frances top 
sommelieres, the wines were a must buy for both the quality and value.

Smoothed by being aged in wood, some of it new, this ripe wine has a creamy, spicy texture. It is 
still young, with dryness at the core along with black fruits and acidity, the wine is rich. Drink from 
2022, but will age well also. 92/100 Wine Enthusiast

Rosé Beaujolais comes, like the reds, from black gamay GRAPE. Very light fruity and aromatic rosé 
wine, in which, when tasted, you have the impression of eating a grape. This result is obtained after 
fermentation at low temperature, which allows to preserve the original aromas of the grape.

From the famous Château Carbonnieux family, one of Bordeaux's most acclaimed dry white wines. 
Lafont Menaut is at once elegant and rich, with intense minerally flavours and classic Bordeaux 
Sauvignon Blanc aromas of citrus and exotic fruit.

"Vin de paille" or "straw wine" is also one of the Jura's great traditions.  A sweet wine from a 
selection of the finest grapes of the harvest, dried for several months on racks or straw,  to 
concentrate the sugar and the flavours, before pressing. Aged in small barrels for at least three 
years to develop its  complex flavours of candied fruit, prunes and candied oranges.

This work of patience is rewarded by this Macvin with aromas of roasting, candied and raisins. A 
magnificent originality, where the Chardonnay must is fortified with Marc du Jura(Brandy)! And if 
you still have doubts, try it with a chocolate dessert or a simple Charente melon… guaranteed 
pleasure!

A lesser know but fantastic wine, Trousseau which makes up this cuvée originates from a marly and 
limestone soil. This rich soil gives this wine its aromatic bouquet and a rich texture, remarkably 
counterbalanced by fine minerality and red fruit on the palate. 

Bordeaux White is divided into two main regions, Graves and Sauternes - made from Sauvignon Blanc and Semillon grapes or a blend of 
each.  The White wines in Graves are dry, but become soft and sweet in the Sauternes area.

The grapes are carefully selected before being fermented and aged in oak in exactly the same way 
as the Grands Crus Classés of Graves.  Sémillon is the principal grape variety, bringing the lushness 
of tropical fruit to the more tangy Sauvignon.

A fresh fruity wine made from Sauvignon Blanc and a little Semillon grape.  The palate displays fine 
balance, the rich, rounded, aromatic extract combining citrus fruit freshness. 

The 2020 G de Guiraud, an organic wine,  is nectarine, peach fruit on the nose.  The palate is crisp 
and fresh with plenty of citrus fruit, dried pineapple and green apples on the energetic finish. 
Located next to the famous Ch Yquem.

The most recent exploit of Jean-Marie, the legend behind Guffens-Heynens. This terroir -driven 
signature appears just as clearly in this blend of sauvignon and semillon as it does in his 
reputational chardonnays. A powerful, textural white with a hint of the custard-creaminess you 
might expect in Barsac, though just as dry as can be. 

Another gem from Jean-Marie. This wine has a nuanced nose with elements of  brioche, orange 
peel, tropical fruit and cedar. The palette is rich and concentrated but elegant with layers of 
compexity. Long and nuanced after taste.

This was a must buy Pinot Noir.  A beautiful cherry colour with rich black and red fruits aromas. Rich 
and structure wine with lovely red fruits and leather notes with fine tannins.

A perfect opportunity to experience the great tradition and the originality of the Jura wines from a 
great organic producer.

Owned by the Ybert family for more than four generations. They have succeeded in keeping the 
Saint-Emilion Grand Cru classification ever since 1987 thanks to their ever-keener efforts to achieve 
consummate quality. 

This Margaux opens with a bouquet of spice and black berried fruits and underlying oak aromas. 
Fine aromatic complexity and warmth supplied by velvety tannins.  An elegant Grand Vin of an 
exceptional terroir and crafted with care by the Sichel family.

The Madame de Beaucaillou Hommage à Madame Eugène Borie. Full of charm, the aromatic 
bouquet reveals fresh notes of black fruit and subtle floral fragrances. This cuvée from Château 
Ducru-Beaucaillou will delight with its gourmet and subtle character those who love the fine red 
wines of Haut-Médoc.

A wonderful organic and bio-dynamic wine, a blend of 70% Cabernet Sauvignon and 30% Merlot. It 
has a beautiful colour that is very rich with magnificently well-integrated tannins and  wonderfully 
balanced. Certified organic in 2019.

RED BORDEAUX
Although Bordeaux is best known for its “Grand Crus Classes” wines, which are universally recognized as the most prestigious wines in 

the world, its basic Red Bordeaux or “Petit Chateau” wines offer excellent quality and value.

The 2nd wine of Saint-Emilion Grand Cru Chateau Fleur de Lisse, 18 hectares of sandy clay soil, 
planted with Merlot, Cabernet Franc and Malbec. Deep, dense, and youthful with a warm rip  
palate. The tannins are silky and supple.

The wine shows notes of vibrant red berries, blackberry fruit and liquorice spice, underpinned by 
elegant, fine-grained tannins and a lingering, fresh finish. Practising biodynamic organic farming in 
recent years. 92/100 Suckling

A super little Chateau overlooking the Dorgogne and facing St Emilion. Beautifully rounded palate 
with lots or red fruit and juicy feel. 80% Merlot, 20% Cabernet Sauvignon and Cabernet Franc. 
Awarded silver medal Concour de Paris. 

VINTAGE 2020
The 2020 vintage was clearly very warm. The first part of the year, which induced the early flowering, was significantly warmer than 
2018 or 2019. The heart of the summer was very marginally cooler, giving a small high quality vintage.

When tasting the G presents itself as a seductive and very gourmet wine. This beautiful match of 
the Merlot dominating the blend with the soil and the climate brings to the wine its sweet and 
charming style, fruity yet clean.

VINTAGE 2019
I'm not joking this is another great vintage in Bordeaux, with heatwaves, drought and a little rain around harvest giving smaller berries 
but great concentration.

The latest acquisition by Sichel Family. A real old classical style Bordeaux with 45% merlot grape 
and a blend of Cabernet Franc, Cabernet Sauvignon and Malbec. Easy to drink, maybe too easy!

This elegant wine has a generous bouquet of overripe cassis and black berry fruit with a 
hint of spice.  This palate is rich and elegant with a delicious return of fruit on the finish.

A thoroughly modern style Bordeaux from the famous Sichel Family, lavish with intense berry fruit 
as well as soft vanilla oak spice.  Lovely chewy texture with supple tannins.  A blend of 5% Merlot 
and 45% Cabernet Sauvignon.  Matured in French oak for 12 months.  Gold Medal at the 
International Wine Challenge.

Bordeaux 2018 will be remembered as an exceptional year, with no shortage of outstanding wines from this extraordinary vintage. The 
weather was exceptional with a glorious summer extending long into the September and early-October harvest, but the vintage had 
begun with a bizarrely challenging first half of the growing season.

The 2nd wine for Chateau Fieuzal for early drinking, a fleshy wine with soft tobacco & cedar with 
the smoothness of full ripe fruit. Very elegant oak discreetly underlines the beautiful cocoa & 
coffee.

A Sichel Family wine fermented and aged in oak in exactly the same way as the Grand Cru Classes 
of Graves.  Excellent balance, finesse and the complementary aromas of the three Bordeaux grape 
varieties, Merlot, Cabernet Sauvignon and Cabernet Franc.

This well sited château is owned by Philibert Perrin, owner of Château Carbonnieux.  There are 15 
hectares of vineyards on fine, gravel soils. The wines display typical Pessac smokiness and are aged 
in oak (20-30% is new) for 15-18 months, to add to their finesse and complexity.

This is a fresh wine, with dusty tannins and attractive tones of spicy black currant.  It's already well 
balanced, with a smoky character from the judicious wood aging with nice smooth finish.

Expressive nose, bright red cherries and strawberries. This has life for sure, but the juicy fruit is a 
little high in definition right now - still a little oak-edged with spice! 90/100 Decanter

VINTAGE 2018

Soft bramble fruits on the nose, good expression, delicate and pretty. bright fruit with good acidity, 
Coffee bean aspect and a cooling menthol finish. Needs to soften a little but lovely freshness at the 
end. 91/100 Decanter

An impeccable balance between fruit, complexity and aromatic length. Soft and supple tannins and 
a velvety texture, made from the estate's oldest vines, meticulously hand-farmed using organic and 
biodynamic practices. Predominantly Merlot, includes just enough Cabernet Franc to imbue the 
wine with an elegant tannic structure.

Under the same management as Château Beychevelle in Saint-Julien, this estate is now showing its 
fine potential. The balance between Cabernet Sauvignon and Merlot means vivid fruits as well as 
rich tannins, this is still young and firm. Rated best Beaumont yet by Decanter!

Neighbouring the famous Chateau Petrus, Chateau L'Enclos is situated on the sunny western slope 
of the famed Pomerol Plateau.  The mixture of sand and gravel soils, produces a profoundly 
pleasurable organic wine noted for its lush mouthfeel and silky tannins.

The second wine of Chevalier, lovely, well-judged extraction, with a spice and black cherry fruits.  
The body is rich and dark purple with a clear elegance to the core of the wine.  90/100 Decanter

This is an ambitious take on 2016, pushing the vintage but successfully so. Classic liquorice and 
slate, tight cassis fruits with a juicy fruit finish. From a blend of 50% Cabernet Sauvignon, 35% 
Merlot, 10% Petit Verdot and 5% Cabernet Franc. I like this a lot.

The wine bares the signature of the perfect vintage 2018: a real waltz of red fruits, arrived at 
perfect maturity.  The colour is garnet, intense and deep.  The nose is very refined, expressive with 
strawberry, cherries and blackberry.

The second wine of Château Talbot is also famous for its regular quality, benefiting from the know-
how of this organic farming domain. Very Saint-Julien in style with black fruit and soft tannin.

The delightful second label from Château Ducru-Beaucaillou, La Croix shows a wonderful vibrancy 
of fruit and depth. A sophisticated and polished St-Julien.  60% Cabernet Sauvignon and 40% 
Merlot. Converting to organic since 2018.  Awarded 17/20 in Decanter magazine.

From the youngest vines of the Sociando-Mallet estate, dominated with Merlot vines. The ageing is 
mostly done in stainless steel vats to keep the freshness and fruitiness of the Merlot variety, so that 
it can be a drinkable wine in its early years. 

The firm structure is filled out with liquorice, dark chocolate and glossy tannins.  Big extraction with 
lots of  bramely fruit, this is going to take its time to unfurl, that much is certain. 91/100 Decanter

A beautiful Chateau on the Hill overlooking St Emilion. The high percentage of Merlot makes it easy 
to approach and drink young, red berry and toasty notes!

VINTAGE 2017

Deep garnet-purple colored, the 2018 du Tertre is a little reduced but opens out to notions of 
baked plums, warm cassis with hints of tar.  Full-bodied with a firm, chewy frame, it has a good 
amount of baked berries and herbal flavors with a sage-laced finish. 90/100 Parker

This full bodied red has an optimal level of maturity for all the Cabernet Sauvignon batches.The 
wine has a deep purple colour, with the fruity flavour dominating  the wood along with  wonderful 
blueberry notes, thanks to the ripeness of the Merlot. 94/100 Wine Spectator

The Bordeaux 2017 will go down as a year of the frost. After the vintage is clearly a year of the haves and have-nots and somewhere-in-
between. For those growers who avoided the frost, they had every chance of making a very good wine.

Ripe blackcurrants, black cherries and preserved plums with wafts of red roses, cigar box, incense, 
cardamom with savory touches of black olives. Full-bodied, the palate is built like a brick house, 
with a solid foundation of very firm, very ripe, grainy tannins and superb freshness supporting the 
generous black fruit layers. 95-97/100 Parker

Overall a cracking very full-bodied claret which far out punches its price tag.  Packed full of 
blackcurrant and plum fruit along with tobacco leaf, mocha and smoky oak palate.

This wine from 80% Merlot grape, is a rich and balanced wine. It reinforces the image of a 
professional whose aim is to give his customers the best quality, value and price, in the process of 
optaining organic certification.

The second wine of D'Angludet, made with the same care and attention - Margaux finesse and 
elegance. It offers the best quality for price in the entire Margaux appellation, offering dazzling 
aromatic expression and gentle extract.

This is a vastly improved Estate, the wine is structured and tannic but also packed with blackcurrant 
fruits and nice spice finish. It's a blend of 79% cabernet sauvignon and 21% merlot. -  Awarded 
92/100 by Wine Enthusiast

A lovely bright focused Poujeaux with nice dry but not harsh tannins, and a long, rich finish. This is a 
classic Poujeaux with more length than I have seen in a good long time. It will age slowly but 
provide good drinking for many years to come.

VINTAGE 2015

The “second wine” of Château Phélan Ségur, a Bordeaux Cru estate founded in the 18th century by 
Tipperary man Bernard O’Phelan. The wine is named after his son Frank, who served as mayor of 
Saint-Estèphe for thirty years. A robust Bordeaux red that is more savoury and cedar in style than 
bright primary fruit. 

VINTAGE 2016

A rich attack begins the tasting of this wine. Some alcoholic notes of black cherries and kirsch 
subside into a long finish. The tannins show themselves to be super silky, persistent but with some 
wood showing on the long and lively finish. 92/100 Parker

Some very good wines from 2015, but the level of quality varies from appellation to appellation and of course at each chateau. The 
terroir and picking dates were crucial with 2015 Bordeaux. In general, it is a vintage that will drink young and relatively early.

The Bordeaux 2016 vintage is one of the best vintages since 2010, the good summer weather and cooler September gave the wines 
the perfect balance between ripeness and acidity. Although quality does vary from terroir to terroir.

This 2016 takes advantage of the fruity richness provided by the Merlot with red fruits, black 
cherries and coffee. Full flavours to the mouth with dense and elegantly fine tannin, it  also 
provides amazing length to this vintage. Petit Verdot brings fragrances of spices and well-structured 
tannins for the finish. 90/100 Parker

The 2016 is regarded as an excellent vintage in Bordeaux and Citran was reviewed well by most 
critics. The wine is very dark and the nose is dominated by black fruits, mostly blackcurrant with 
subtle plum and a lightly spicy note with ripe tannins.

A lovely, rich and fresh wine,  Angludet is always one of the most reliable châteaux. The rich 
concentration is so generous and rewarding. I love the sweetness at the front of the palate. good 
depth, a bit of intensity and lovely tannins that harmoniously combine with an appealing acidity on 
the finish.  90/100 Decanter

The 2015 Fleur de Pédesclaux is the  2nd wine Château Pédesclaux, a blend of 74% Merlot, 6% 
Cabernet Franc and 20% Cabernet Sauvignon. It has a clean and precise bouquet with a touch of 
gravel, tinged with blood orange. The palate is medium-bodied with nice tannin, not too heavy in 
the mouth and nicely balanced finish.

RHONE VALLEY

This is 100% organic Syrah from the Southern Rhone raised in new oak. Very nice structure which 
combines power and finesse and packed with dark red fruits. Named after Baron Haussmann, who 
was chosen by Napoleon III to conduct an urban renewal program of new boulevards, on which 
their premises are sited.

PARIS

The Rhone Valley’s 140-mile stretch supports some of the rarest and most famous wines in the wine- drinking world.  Most of the 
Rhone produces full, tannic and generous red wines.  The white wines are rich, strong and fine-flavoured.

Citrusy and grapefruit-led thanks to the Bourboulenc. Touch of anise, touch of fennel, lovely acidity 
and freshness, with a gentle saline line. Generous but only just full-bodied, this shows liveliness and 
more depth than many white Châteauneufs this year.

Sweet fruit, ripe and soft tannins, and 
good freshness. It's light on its feet, as the name suggests with blend of Grenache, Syrah and 
Mourvèdre.

Old Grenache vines, which are picked when slightly overripe in order to obtain mild tannins and 
aromas of candied fruits and spice. Vinification is conducted very slowly over several weeks, and 
that is that. Nature in its purest !

This is Chardonnay from the 
plot of the plateau de l'Aigle. This cuvée was vinified in barrels with 25% new barrels. The wine has 
a very pronounced nose of yellow-fleshed fruits, it is very expressive. The mouth is rich and marked 
mainly by its length and its minerality.

From the heart of Luberon, notes of apricot and peach spring from the glass, accompanied by a 
sensual undertone of honey and a delicate toasted touch. Then come the dried fruits and  
Provencal herbs. A tangy touch reminiscent of English candy and marmalade gives the whole pep!

This cuvée comes from the three-hectare Ancient Roman Cuminaille vineyard planted in 1981. 
There is brilliant power here, with layers of brooding dark fruits and a lightly ferrous undertone. 
The use of 40% new oak brings a touch of sweet spice which doesn’t overwhelm. Structured and 
ripe, with a lift of gentle acidity.

This dry white has layers of clean sauvignon blanc fruit, elegant and well balanced with a light 
smoky aroma and a hint of gunflint and elderberry. It is wonderfully rich with aromas of nettles, 
gooseberry and minerals on the palate but balanced by good weight of lemony acidity and a full 
flinty finish. 

The perfect wine of Alsace, round unctuous with lovely balanced acidity and exotic flavours.  It is a 
very good match with smoked or spicy style dishes.

LOIRE
Truly the garden of France, from Blais to St. Nazaire.  These wines are famous for their rightness and dryness of character.

The ‘Prelude’ is made with grapes from younger vines, showcasing a more fruit-forward and easy 
drinking style, while still maintaining the mineral undertones.  Jonathan is the real up and coming 
star of the Loire and works organically.

This cuvée comes from a steeply sloping parcel of clay and flint soil on limestone. The wine is very 
fruity and powerful. Its sugars blend to perfection, giving it a very drinkable quality without 
affecting the balance, and it is also beautifully taut and has an impressive length. A very fine wine 
with long ageing potential.

This is the 
third year we directly imported Individual Estate Wines from Italy, the fun and challenge was to pick the gems of Italy’s ecological 

treasure chest

This is their very accessible Barbera, which Marina describes as having good acidity and a juicy, red 
fruit flavour profile. This fresh, young style is fermented and stored in concrete before bottling.

Boca is on the western side of the River Sesia, a wine offering a little more subtilty in the finished 
style. The inclusion of Vespolina in the blend acts as a foil, softening the structure and power of the 
Nebbiolo.

Produced on the south facing slopes in Thesee,, a selection of the best cuvees from 'Le Cot',  this 
Malbec is showing a little more power and spice.

A blend of Sangiovese and Cabernet Sauvignon, this has a core of cherries and raspberries with 
tannins that give support to the fresh and lively fruit. Great power, depth and concentration. The 
wine is aged for 18 months in small French 225l oak barrels, 70% new, before moving to concrete 
tanks for four months.’ Decanter  Rating: 96/100

Fine-grained 
tannins with oozing dark blackberry fruit and lifted by a red-fruit freshness. Aged for 15 months in 
oak (60% American and 40% French). This gives the wine subtle hints of vanilla spice and nutmeg 
which are beautifully combined with generous, ripe fruit notes. 

From the oldest wine cellar in Bot River. this Pinotage has a ripe strawberry and redcurrant nose. 
Further concentrated red fruits reveal themselves on the silky palate. Awarded 93/100 in Decanter.

Summers are hot and winters are cold with significant 
rainfall. The Tempranillo grape dominants the red wines and ageing in oak and bottle define wine style and quality.  

Hailing from a single vineyard called San Quiles, which is considered the estate’s very best, this 
100% Tempranillo is only made in the finest vintages. Completely fermented in oak barrels and 
matured for 8-10 months in a mixture of French and American oak, the result is a deeper, darker, 
richer and far more modern style of Tempranillo.

Aged partly in glass bonbonnes which are exposed to the sun to achieve rancio characters, and part 
in old foudre, A blend of Grenache (90%) and Grenache Gris (10%). Ideal with cheese especially 
Blue style cheeses

 A port wine from the Cape Vintage Reserve is from 60% Nacional, 30% Barocca and 10% Roriz, all 
vinified apart. The 2013 is the 11th consecutive vintage to achieve a Platter Five Star rating.

This is a Noble Late Harvest made from 100% Chenin blanc. The wine has a stunning rich golden 
colour. Rich aromas of quince jelly, dried apricots, ginger and honey emanate from the glass. 
Textured and rich with a stunning dry grip leading to a long finish, the wine is perfectly balanced 
giving a clean fresh finish.

The wine is then aged in oak casks (50% new) for 2 years. Guiraud is a very ambitious property with 
aspirations to produce a wine that will one day rival d`Yquem. The wines are astonishingly rich, 
especially in light of the high proportion of Sauvignon Blanc in the blend, and are undoubtedly 
amongst the finest wines being produced in Sauternes today.

DESSERT WINES
There are some truly spectacular dessert wines made in the world and they are often very affordable. It is just a shame that we rarely 

think about buying them!

A beautiful sweet dessert wine with a highly complex array of aromas: apricots, quinces, candied 
citrus and exotic-fruit peel and a hint of honey. Good sweet/fresh balance.

France’s answer to port, rich with tons of dried fruit, spice and vanilla aromas.
 One of the great matches with dark chocolate.
