All wines are directly imported from France; Burgundy, Rhone, Bordeaux,  
Loire, Alsace and Languedoc – Roussillon with the intention of offering both 
quality and value. Many are produced organically or bio-dynamically and are 
marked with         .

The 2022 vintage will be a landmark year for many reasons; good winter  
rainfall was followed by hardly any rain from May to November 2022 with 
drought and record high temperatures, causing an extremely early harvest.  
Despite this, the quality is exceptional and quantities are higher than 2021,  
but still remain below average. In Burgundy, cooler microclimates have  
thrived, and I have sought many new wines from outside the classic like  
St Aubin, Hautes Cotes, Auxey Duresses, St Romain, Marsannay, Givry, and  
Macon, among others. With such a large list I have marked a few of my  
“Coup de Coeur”       !

We have also imported a new selection of excellent Italian wines from my  
recent visits to Tuscany and Umbria and for the first time the great wines of 
Franz Keller in Germany.

All the wines are chosen to deliver a good blend of quality at excellent prices.

The domaine has a long and storied history that dates back to the 18th century when the Dubreuil family founded it. In 1985, Christine Dubreuil 
took over the estate and has played a significant role in modernising and elevating winemaking practices. The domaine produces a range of 
Burgundy wines, both white and red. These wines  showcase the elegance, finesse, and complexity typical of Burgundian Chardonnay and Pinot 
Noir. 

The Marchand and the Grillot families are both well rooted into the Burgundian soil. Focused primarily on their home soil of Gevrey-Chambertin, 
but with holdings as well in nearby Morey-Saint-Denis and Chambolle-Musigny, fifth generation winemaker Jacques Marchand brings extensive 
experience to produce red wines of character. Now aided by his son Etienne and daughter Marion,  the nine hectare estate strives to produce 
traditional style wines, respecting the varietal and the terroir, great wines of quality and value.

Founded by Henri Jacqueson in 1947, succeeded by his son Paul in 1972 and joined by Paul’s daughter Marie in 2006, long been recognised as one 
of the very best in the Côte Chalonnaise.  They are one of very few producers in the village to hand-pick everything. Extremely proficient 
winemaking and judicious use of new oak (20% for whites and 25% for reds) make for beautifully crafted, ripe, intense, sensual wines which have 
the class to belie their origins.

Created in 2010, is the long-lasting legacy of a wine family business that dates back to the 16th century in Puligny-Montrachet, located in the heart 
of the village, the estate owns and manages today a sixteen-hectare-vineyard located in Puligny-Montrachet, Chassagne-Montrachet and Saint-
Aubin. Between passion and precision, the ambition of the François Carillon Domaine is to produce fine, elegant and gourmet wines, 
representative of the exceptional terroirs from which they come.

The story of the Maison Marchand-Tawse in Burgundy begins with the extraordinary story of Pascal Marchand, the French Canadian boy wonder, 
who in 1985 at 22 years old, took the reins of the Clos des Epeneaux in Pommard. He became an overnight sensation, and in the process pretty 
much defined modern Burgundy. The collaboration of Pascal with another French Canadian, Moray Tawse of the Tawse Winery in Niagara, one of 
Canada’s most recognized wineries, gave birth to the new Maison Marchand-Tawse in 2011. We have worked with Pascal since his beginning in 
1985, now a true legend of Burgundy.

In the mid 80's Laurent took over the running of Domaine Pillot, he transformed his family estate from grape growers to one of the more 
distinguished estates in the Côte de Beaune. Laurent has since transferred his winemaking responsibilities to his son, Adrien. The whites are 
precise and pure, and not lacking for body and generosity, while the reds are velvety and juicy, beautifully balanced even if drunk young on their 
expressive Pinot fruit. The domaine was rightfully heralded in Decanter Magazine as 'an address that deserves to be better-known'. Great value 
and real pleasure across their range.

Based in Premeaux just south of Nuits St Georges, Vougeraie was created in 1999 when Jean-Claude Boisset of the Boisset group decided to group 
together all the vineyard holdings. Pascal Marchand was put in charge in 1999, with Bernard Zito in the vineyards, which were farmed 
biodynamically. Pascal produced powerful wines, fairly heavily extracted in his early vintages but clearly was subsequently moving to a softer 
approach in 2004 with Pierre Vincent and Sylvie Poillot.

Eight generations the Mongeard family has been established in Vosne Romanée right in the heart of the Côte de Nuits, producing a very 
traditional Burgundian style of wine. The vineyard has been known by the name Domaine Mongeard-Mugneret since 1945. The company is 
currently run by Vincent Mongeard who is passionate and committed to maintaining and improving the family’s long standing reputation in the 
area. The property contains roughly 33 hectares of vineyards spread over 35 appellations. The vineyard is located in the mid-slope, often 
considered the most prime location in Burgundy. It is south-east facing on chalk and clay soils.

The wines of Domaine Pierre Morey are of the highest and most celebrated echelon in Burgundy. They have been farmed organically since 1993 
and biodynamically since 1998. They are fine and structured yet ever so flavoursome. Pierre remains a constant presence here but it is now his 
daughter, Anne& Jean-Victor, who run the domaine and its associated négociant operation, Morey-Blanc. The latter is only distinguishable in that 
these vines are not owned by the family – handling and ageing are identical, taking place in the domaine’s cellars.

At only 24 years old, Benjamin Leroux took over winemaking at Domaine Comte Armand from his old mentor, Pascal Marchand. Big shoes to fill 
for any young winemaker. Yet his first wines in 1999 were hailed as stars of the vintage. After leaving Comte Armand, he focuses on his own 
winery in Beaune where he has a small négociant business. These wines are pure class and offer some of the best, freshest styles in the region.

The Sarrazin brothers are known for making spectacular high-altitude Côte Chalonnaise Burgundy from the village of Jambles, a tiny hamlet just 
outside of Givry that is 300 meters above sea level. The brothers have gained a reputation over the last decade for being meticulous stewards of 
their high-altitude vineyards around Givry, Mercurey and Maranges. They craft wines that show a clarity of terroir,  with all of the fruit de-
stemmed. Great wines at great prices.

The Domaine Eric de Suremain is a 10.5-hectare family-run estate that was created in 1746 and has been handed down through the generations. 
Gwendoline, Dominique and Eric de Suremain work together to produce organically-certified wines on this estate that has been practicing 
biodynamics since 1996. The vines are cultivated with the greatest respect for the terroir, using traditional expertise to make Great Bourgogne 
Wines.

Domaine Emmanuel Rouget is a top producer, based in Flagey-Echézeaux, and owner of one of the most prestigious vineyards in Burgundy. 
Emmanuel Rouget is the nephew of the late Henri Jayer, a legendary wine maker from Vosne-Romanée. Emmanuel started working in his uncle’s 
vineyards in 1976 and learned all the techniques from him. In 1996 Henri Jayer retired and transferred his vineyards to Emmanuel Rouget. This 
wines are still mythical, mainly because of Henri Jayer, but Rouget also continues to produce fabulous wines from his vineyards  with a striking 
minerality and a beautiful ageing potential.

Eric has mere 5 hectares of vines, most of which were planted by his grandfather André in the early 1960s. He spent two years sharpening his style 
with Macon wunderkind Jean-Marie Guffens before returning to the tiny family holding on the steep limestone scree slopes below the dramatic 
outcrop of Vergisson to make his first vintage.A rich understanding of nature and biodynamics, much of it inherited from his grandfather, has 
informed his approach to viticulture and winemaking.

Louis shares his cellar with his other half, Ghislaine Barthod , under their home in Chambolle. He is part of the Boillot family from Volnay, hence 
his vineyard holdings in the Côte de Beaune. Since striking out on his own in 2003, he has been able to maximise the potential of his many 
disparate small parcels – he makes 16 wines from less than seven hectares – many of which are notable for the exceptional age of their vines. He 
expanded into Moulin-à-Vent in ’13 and subsequently into Fleurie, fulfilling a long-held ambition. His and Ghislaine’s son Clément is now officially 
in charge, while Louis focusses on his viticulture. "Non-intervention” is the word here, and Louis prefers to let his old vines speak for themselves. 
Everything is destalked, and the wines are bottled without fining or filtration.

Alain Gras has been working passionately since 1979 with a great respect for the land. Despite its young age, his domaine has quickly established 
itself as the standard-bearer for the village of Saint-Romain. It now extends over 30 acres, primarily located in Saint-Romain, Meursault, and 
Auxey-Duresses. Vinified with care and using traditional methods, the domaine's wines exemplify the character of this terroir, which Alain Gras 
sums up in three words: fresh, fruity, and elegant. 

A supremely talented vigneron, and currently at the helm of Denis Mortet, Arnaud Mortet is routinely praised for his work in the vineyards. 
Founded by his grandfather, Charles, in 1956, Arnaud took control in 2006 after the death of his legendary father, Denis. He continues his father's 
legacy of making refined, elegant wines along with his sister, Clemence, and his mother, Laurence.The majority of the vineyard care is 
accomplished by hand, including horses plowing all 1er and Grand Cru vineyards. A perfectionist by nature, Arnaud is making superbly finessed 
and precise wines as he continues to evolve this domaine.

In the short time that Raymond Dupont-Fahn took over the family domaine, he has done an outstanding job in producing wines that always punch 
above their weight. The domaine is situated in the village of Tailly in Meursault, managing a total of 10 hectares around Meursault, Puligny-
Montrachet and Auxey-Duresses.Raymond has cut down on the use of new oak from 40% used by his father to just 10%, with barrels that are no 
older than three years. He eschews the use of any pesticides in the vineyards, aiming to be as sustainable as he can, and harvests slightly earlier to 
produce wines with better acidity and lower alcohol. Overall, these are wines that show incredible balance and precision – the raw talent in 
expressing the terroir from all his lieux-dits is very impressive, and we guarantee you won’t find better valued Meursault elsewhere!

Domaine Trapet is located in the town of Gevrey-Chambertin, in the heart of the prestigious Côte-d'Or. Jean-Louis Trapet, one of the most 
talented biodynamic winemakers in Burgundy, produces wines with great purity, finesse and elegance, and with a focus on respect for nature and 
the quality of the Grands Crus terroirs. Certified as biodynamic since 2009, the Domaine Trapet Gevrey-Chambertin vineyards are made up of 8 
different plots covering a total of 12 hectares. The vines are cultivated using only biodynamic practices, and the grapes are harvested by hand, 
with the selection process taking place there and then.

Domaine Forey was established in Vosne-Romanée in 1840 by Régis Forey’s great-grandfather. Régis joined his father, Jean, at the Domaine in 
1987. Two years later Régis took full control of the Domaine and has recently been joint at by his son Quentin. Régis crafts charming and fine 
wines while however incorporating more masculinity and roundness into the wines leading to exceptional concentration and depth. On the 
palate, it is always an explosion of succulent fruit structured by the singular complexity of each terroir and a length that tells a lot about the aging 
potential.

Ramonet in white is the equivalent of Henri Jayer or the Romanee Conti in red," writes Clive Coates. This is the most foremost property in 
Chassagne, producing marvellous white wines of all levels from village wines through to the famed Montrachet. Established in the late 1920s by 
Pierre Ramonet, the domaine is now run by Jean-Claude Ramonet and his daughters Anne-France and Clarisse. Fruit from vines under 18 years old 
is excluded from the domaine`s cuvées, and yields are severely restricted. The wines are vinified using traditional methods and then aged in oak 
(33% new) for 12-15 months.  There is no battonage but there is extended lees contact prior to the first racking. Extraordinary wines!

This dynamic 9.5-hectare property is generally recognised as the finest in the village. François and Isabelle Lumpp founded the domaine in 1991, 
with no inherited vines, and have now been joined by their children, Pierre and Anne-Cécile. The vineyards are planted with the finest materials 
and very close spacing. Viticulture is fanatical and yields are kept very low. They work as organically as possible during the early part of the 
growing season and employ limited doses of conventional treatments later on, to avoid tractor usage and compaction of their soils. The reds are 
sublime, pure, poised and beautifully balanced, ementing their staus as some of Burgundy`s finest, hidden wines and best bargains.

He inherited his first plots of Meursault in 1992 from his late uncle, Pierre Boillot. Since that time, he has relentlessly pursued his authenticity, 
purity and elegance through acute attention to biological balance in the vineyard and terroir minded élevage practices in the cellar. After 
meticulous sorting in the vineyards the grapes are de-stemmed and lightly pressed. Natural yeasts are used in the fermentation after which the 
wines undergo an élevage 10-12 months. François typically restrains his new oak use to about 20%, believing that excessive wood masks full 
expression of the terroir. (Full list May 2024)

Domaine de la Bongran is no ordinary Mâconnais estate. Since Jean Thévenet took over the domaine in 1972, this Viré-Clessé producer has 
become a cult name – with Jean a pioneer of organics and minimal intervention, as well as the estate’s unique wine style. Based in the village of 
Quintaine – a hamlet between Viré and Clessé, Jean Thévenet and his son Gautier produce distinct wines that offer astounding value. They pick 
later than many of their neighbours, producing a richer style of Chardonnay. The wines are naturally generous and full-bodied, but with incredible 
concentration and amazing freshness. 

Bourgogne de Vigne en Verre was established over 40 years ago, in 1981. Its founders recognized that it is extremely difficult to be efficient on the 
technical side, i.e. handling the wine growing and winemaking, and also be effective on the commercial side. They decided to focus on what they 
loved doing best, being in their vineyards and wineries, and to outsource the commercial side. We select some great wines here every year which 
offer but quality and price.

After a successful stint at Domaine Leflaive, during which he was instrumental in restoring its reputation at the top of the Burgundy pecking order, 
Pierre Vincent is now pursuing his ambition to make wine under his own name. The 7ha (17-acre) domaine, though not large, encompasses an 
impressive roster of vineyard holdings, divided roughly into five white and two red, and spread across 20 appellations. 

Jean-Marie Guffens-Heynen’s reputation precedes him. Hailed as a master of Chardonnay, Jean-Marie has been influential in elevating the 
reputation of Mâconnais wines. The success story of his small Vergisson domain has put this little slice of Burgundy on the map. Often referred to 
as ‘the mad Belgian’ and ‘the extraordinary artist-winegrower’,  his wines have great tention and wonderful aging potential. 

Olivier Guyot, a third-generation winemaker, has developed his family’s farm and vineyards through his passion of the vine. The Guyot family is 
one of the oldest in Marsannay-la-Côte and today, the estate consists of many small parcels spread over 37 acres (15 hectares) of prestigious 
appellations like Gevrey-Chambertin, Morey Saint Denis 1er Cru, Marsannay, Chambolle Musigny. All worked using sustainable agricultural 
methods with the greatest care given to the vineyard and the grapes: vineyards ploughed by cart-horse, controlled yields, harvesting undertaken 
exclusively by hand and strict sorting of the grapes produce exceptional wines.

Rooted in the heart of the Beaujolais region for several generations, Maison Piron currently vinifies some 50 hectares of the region's finest 
terroirs. In tune with the times and its customers, it has produced terroir wines from Morgon and Beaujolais, as well as simpler, more original 
cuvées. The Maison Piron pursues its quest for taste and its passion for great wines, offering cuvées of great consistency while respecting the 
environmental resources that surround it. Our wines are elegant, racy or powerful, and are acclaimed by top restaurants, wine-lovers and 
journalists the world over.

Domaine de la Madone is located on the slopes of the Madone hill in FLEURIE. This hill is often considered by connoisseurs to be the best of local 
climates. It enjoys exceptional sunshine and its soil is composed of pink granite suitable for the Gamay grape variety. This estate has been the 
property of the Despres family for 6 generations. Arnaud Despres produces different references of Fleurie. Tradition expresses all the qualities 
that one can expect from a fine Fleurie. It is supple and very fruity, the tannins are fine but very present. It can be drunk young, but it also 
improves with age.

THE BEAUJOLAIS REGION
Although officially and legally part of Burgundy, Beaujolais stands apart with its whole essence in youth lightness and fruity aromas, which come from the Gamay 

Grape.

This was a must buy Pinot Noir.  A beautiful cherry colour with rich black and red fruits aromas. Rich and structure wine 
with lovely red fruits and leather notes with fine tannins.

A lesser know but fantastic wine, Trousseau which makes up this cuvée originates from a marly and limestone soil. This 
rich soil gives this wine its aromatic bouquet and a rich texture, remarkably counterbalanced by fine minerality and red 
fruit on the palate. 

WHITE BORDEAUX

The grapes are carefully selected before being fermented and aged in oak in exactly the same way as the Grands Crus 
Classés of Graves.  Sémillon is the principal grape variety, bringing the lushness of tropical fruit to the more tangy 
Sauvignon.

Another gem from Jean-Marie. This wine has a nuanced nose with elements of  brioche, orange peel, tropical fruit and 
cedar. The palette is rich and concentrated but elegant with layers of compexity. Long and nuanced after taste.

Jura - Domaine Grand

The local grape varieties mingle with those of the relatively nearby Burgundy, such as Pinot Noir and Chardonnay. But Jura's wines owe their originality and 
reputation to their native varieties Poulsard, Trousseau and Savagnin and to their very distinctive, evolved, sometimes even oxidized character. The famous yellow 
wines, aged for six years years under a film of yeast  are in this category. "Vin de paille" or "straw wine" is also one of the Jura's great traditions. "Vin de paille" or 

"straw wine" is another of the Jura's specialities.

Bordeaux White is divided into two main regions, Graves and Sauternes - made from Sauvignon Blanc and Semillon grapes or a blend of each.  The White wines in 
Graves are dry, but become soft and sweet in the Sauternes area.

The Grandes have been winemakers from father to son since 1692. Today, it is Emmanuel and Nathalie who manage the 10.5 ha of vines in the Jura. Together, they 
practice organic and bio-dynamic farming.  Having tasted the wines with one of Frances top sommelieres, the wines were a must buy for both the quality and value.

A fresh fruity wine made from Sauvignon Blanc and a little Semillon grape.  The palate displays fine balance, the rich, 
rounded, aromatic extract combining citrus fruit freshness. 

Golden-hued wine with exotic fruit and floral notes on the nose. Combining fruity freshness with candied flavors of 
botrytised fruit on the palate, it's full, dense, well-balanced, and approachable. The long, lingering finish features honey, 
pear, citrus, and spice notes.

The palate is well-balanced with a fine line of acidity. There is abundant clean and pure botrytized fruit and a crisp, 
linear finish that is very appealing. The oak appears to have been absorbed in recent months, leaving a very 
accomplished Guiraud. 93/100 Parker

The 2019 G de Guiraud, an organic wine,  is nectarine, peach fruit on the nose.  The palate is crisp and fresh with plenty 
of citrus fruit, dried pineapple and green apples on the energetic finish. Located next to the famous Ch Yquem.

A lovely organic Chardonnay wine with green reflections and an elegant, fresh, very expressive nose of citrus and exotic 
fruits. On the palate a nice fruitiness, tinged with acidity. Paradoxically, a lot of freshness for this "Grand Chaude.

Château-Chalon is an appellation which is regarded as the unofficial grand cru for the famous vin jaune ("yellow wine") 
of the Jura. Intense yellow wine from Savagnin, with aromas of walnut, hazelnut, almond and even truffle and curry. 

This work of patience is rewarded by this Macvin with aromas of roasting, candied and raisins. A magnificent originality, 
where the Chardonnay must is fortified with Marc du Jura(Brandy)! And if you still have doubts, try it with a chocolate 
dessert or a simple Charente melon… guaranteed pleasure!

2023 Bordeaux is a good vintage with some great wines, not consistent due to the challenges with mildue.  But the best wines are stylish, complex and generally a 
little lower in alcohol. On your palate, they also feel soft, and silky, with a vibrant.

VINTAGE 2023

This elegant wine has a generous bouquet of overripe cassis and black berry fruit with a hint of spice.  This palate is rich 
and elegant with a delicious return of fruit on the finish.

Formerly known as La Reserve d'Angludet. Deep purple in colour with a dense yet elegant body. The flavours consist of 
ripe blackcurrant and blackberry fruit with dark cherry and toasty vanilla notes from the oak barrel ageing. These linger 
in the mouth for a rich satisfying finish.

This unoaked 100% merlot it is a deliciously fresh, juicy and appealing claret made without the addition of sulphur. It 
was produced by the Maison Sichel, owners of the famous Chateaux Angludet and Palmer.

RED BORDEAUX

Given the weather, 2021 is not a year of legendary “wow” wines. It marked a return to a more classic (meaning a lower-alcohol, less rich, and powerful) style of 
Bordeaux that will be ready to drink sooner than recent vintages including 2019 and 2020.

VINTAGE 2021

After a dry warm summer the 2022 Bordeaux reds are powerful and dense, with alcohol around 14% to 15%. They have an astonishing freshness that puts them 
firmly in the tradition of great Bordeaux.

Although Bordeaux is best known for its “Grand Crus Classes” wines, which are universally recognized as the most prestigious wines in the world, its basic Red 
Bordeaux or “Petit Chateau” wines offer excellent quality and value.

VINTAGE 2022

This 2019  is a fairly supple wine that will be delicious to drink now. It is a balanced wine with soft tannins. Lovely  
purple colour with  black fruits,  then woody and vanilla notes. Good length and freshness and all the finesse of a Pessac 
Léognan wine.

The wine bares the signature of the perfect vintage 2018: a real waltz of red fruits, arrived at perfect maturity.  The 
colour is garnet, intense and deep.  The nose is very refined, expressive with strawberry, cherries and blackberry.

This Margaux opens with a bouquet of spice and black berried fruits and underlying oak aromas. Fine aromatic 
complexity and warmth supplied by velvety tannins.  An elegant Grand Vin of an exceptional terroir and crafted with 
care by the Sichel family.

Owned by the Ybert family for more than four generations. They have succeeded in keeping the Saint-Emilion Grand Cru 
classification ever since 1987 thanks to their ever-keener efforts to achieve consummate quality. 

This Cabernet Sauvignon offers all the richness and elegance with  pepper and liquorice on the nose, and pure well-
structured cassis, blackberries and vanilla on the palate. This is a one-off parcel, the wine is sourced from a Château that 
we are unable to name but in the words of Maison Sichel is the ‘’ultimate Pauillac Grand Cru Classé ‘.

A Beautiful, dense purple colour merlot wine. The nose is powerful with notes of black fruits, blueberries and 
blackcurrants, with nuances of black pepper. There are also fine aromas of vanilla and toast. On the palate the wine is 
full and fleshy, with a beautiful complexity on a smooth substance. 

This well sited château is owned by Philibert Perrin, owner of Château Carbonnieux.  There are 15 hectares of vineyards 
on fine, gravel soils. The wines display typical Pessac smokiness and are aged in oak (20-30% is new) for 15-18 months, 
to add to their finesse and complexity.

An impeccable balance between fruit, complexity and aromatic length. Soft and supple tannins and a velvety texture, 
made from the estate's oldest vines, meticulously hand-farmed using organic and biodynamic practices. Predominantly 
Merlot, includes just enough Cabernet Franc to imbue the wine with an elegant tannic structure.

Deep garnet-purple colored, the 2018 du Tertre is a little reduced but opens out to notions of baked plums, warm cassis 
with hints of tar.  Full-bodied with a firm, chewy frame, it has a good amount of baked berries and herbal flavors with a 
sage-laced finish. 93/100 Parker

This cuvée from Château Ducru-Beaucaillou will delight with its gourmet 
and subtle character those who love the fine red wines of Haut-Médoc.

This is a vastly improved Estate, the wine is structured and tannic but also packed with blackcurrant fruits and nice spice 
finish. It's a blend of 79% cabernet sauvignon and 21% merlot. -  Awarded 92/100 by Wine Enthusiast

The 2nd wine of Saint-Emilion Grand Cru Chateau Fleur de Lisse, 18 hectares of sandy clay soil, planted with Merlot, 
Cabernet Franc and Malbec. Deep, dense, and youthful with a warm rip  palate. The tannins are silky and supple.

The latest acquisition by Sichel Family. A real old classical style Bordeaux with 45% merlot grape and a blend of Cabernet 
Franc, Cabernet Sauvignon and Malbec. Easy to drink, maybe too easy!

A thoroughly modern style Bordeaux from the famous Sichel Family, lavish with intense berry fruit as well as soft vanilla 
oak spice.

The “second wine” of Château Phélan Ségur, a Bordeaux Cru estate founded in the 18th century by Tipperary man 
Bernard O’Phelan. The wine is named after his son Frank, who served as mayor of Saint-Estèphe for thirty years. A 
robust Bordeaux red that is more savoury and cedar in style than bright primary fruit. 

VINTAGE 2020
The 2020 vintage was clearly very warm. The first part of the year, which induced the early flowering, was significantly warmer than 2018 or 2019. The heart of the 
summer was very marginally cooler, giving a small high quality vintage.

The second wine of Château Montrose, La Dame de Montrose is made from the same vineyard as the Grand Vin. Mostly 
made from Merlot grapes, La Dame de Montrose offers another vision of the Saint-Estèphe terroir. Supple and 
dominated by notes of red fruit, this wine is more accessible in its youth.

Neighbouring the famous Chateau Petrus, Chateau L'Enclos is situated on the sunny western slope of the famed 
Pomerol Plateau.  The mixture of sand and gravel soils, produces a profoundly pleasurable organic wine noted for its 
lush mouthfeel and silky tannins.

Soft bramble fruits on the nose, good expression, delicate and pretty. bright fruit with good acidity, Coffee bean aspect 
and a cooling menthol finish. Needs to soften a little but lovely freshness at the end. 91/100 Decanter

The Bordeaux 2017 will go down as a year of the frost. After the vintage is clearly a year of the haves and have-nots and somewhere-in-between. For those growers 
who avoided the frost, they had every chance of making a very good wine.

The delightful second label from Château Ducru-Beaucaillou, La Croix shows a wonderful vibrancy of fruit and depth. A 
sophisticated and polished St-Julien.  60% Cabernet Sauvignon and 40% Merlot. Converting to organic since 2017.  
Awarded 17/20 in Decanter magazine.

A beautiful Chateau on the Hill overlooking St Emilion. The high percentage of Merlot makes it easy to approach and 
drink young, red berry and toasty notes!

A superb Gazin,  rich aromas of blueberries, ripe black cherries, chocolate and sandalwood. It’s full-bodied with firm, 
well integrated and rounded tannins. Solid depth of fruit here. Creamy and polished. 95/100 Suckling

The Second Wine of Ch. Lynch Bages. Jean-Michel Cazes has brought new vigour to this wine which is seriously 
impressive, with a kick of sweet cassis fruit beautifully cloaking the grippy but extremely ripe tannins.

The wine is dense with layers of black fruits, ripe and still attached to their tannins. The structure is impressive and 
concentrated with dark tannins and, even for a second wine powered and with fine potential.  95/100 Wine Enthusiast

Gorgeous from the start, with lush cassis, dark plum and blackberry flavours that seem to glide through, carried by a 
very refined structure that lets in alluring black tea, worn alder, floral and savory details along the way. Features a 
vibrant, authoritative bolt of iron through the finish to keep it all grounded. 96/100 Parker

A wonderful organic and bio-dynamic wine, a blend of 70% Cabernet Sauvignon and 30% Merlot. It has a beautiful 
colour that is very rich with magnificently well-integrated tannins and  wonderfully balanced.

VINTAGE 2018
Bordeaux 2018 will be remembered as an exceptional year, with no shortage of outstanding wines from this extraordinary vintage. The weather was exceptional with 
a glorious summer extending long into the September and early-October harvest, but the vintage had begun with a bizarrely challenging first half of the growing 
season.

A rich attack begins the tasting of this wine. Some alcoholic notes of black cherries and kirsch subside into a long finish. 
The tannins show themselves to be super silky, persistent but with some wood showing on the long and lively finish. 
92/100 Parker

Sweet damson and red cherry fruit, notable creaminess on the attack, with light grilled cedar notes. Elegant, inviting and 
easy to love.

Parker rated the 2010 in Bordeaux along with 2009 and 2005's.  The greatest vintages he has ever tasted! They are wines that will enjoy astonishing longevity.

Chateau Angludet is located in the Bordeaux appellation of Margaux and their biodynamic wines enjoy a reputation for 
their elegance, finesse and exceptional ageing potential. The wonderful 2010 vintage is deep and complex with great 
concentration of dark fruits and spice. This stock has come directly from the cellars of the chateau, ensuring immaculate 
provenance.

“Number 1 Wine of the World” in 2007 for the 2005 vintage- with the 2021 and 2022  getting a whopping 95/100  and 97/100 with Decanter.

A wonderful fresh and fruity organic rose wine, they only keep the first press to keep the elegance and minerality in the 
wine. A great food Rose!

A powerful organic wine with 50% Syrah and 50% Grenache, the cuvee comes from one single plot surrounded by 
forest, great concentration with lovely sweet notes. A star of the appellation.

A typical Syrah wine from the northern Rhone.  Good concentration of fruit and flavours. 90% syrah with 10% viognier, 
styling itself on the famous Cote Rotie.

A deep purple-coloured wine made from over 100% Syrah grape.  Elegant with lots of fruit, yet quite powerful with 
gorgeous blackberry and floral aromas.

Named Arabesque in reference to the owner's former career as a ballerina, this delightfully juicy and fragrant 
Vacqueyras has aged for 12 months in concrete. Sweet fruit, ripe and soft tannins, and good freshness. It's light on its 
feet, as the name suggests with blend of Grenache, Syrah and Mourvèdre.

A classic Syrah, gourmet and expressive wine with aromas of very ripe black fruit, spices and garrigue notes. Full and 
charming mouth. Powerful and spicy finish, needs time.

Still very young, but a fine full of sweet & dark fruit caracter, with the classical floral notes from this great appellation. 
Great deep finish, delicious!

A stunning clean Roussanne wine with floral and citrus aromas. The delicate and subtle structure leads us towards a 
beautiful expression and great length.  A wine for laying down that will hold beautiful surprises throughout its life.

A very special Cuvee with a beautifully fragrant nose, wild red fruits aplenty. Redcurrants, strawberry jam, raspberry leaf 
and violets. The addition of 10% Viognier to the blend adds a playful, aromatic quality. The palate is juicy, plump and 
fresh.  Pure class!

A deep purple-coloured wine made from over 90% Syrah blended with a little Viognier.  Elegant and powerful with 
gorgeous blackberry and floral flavours. Yves is without doubt one of the stars of the Northern Rhone.

From his very pretty estate in the Lubéron. A few kilometers from Apt, this property and its vines located at altitude, 
offer very nice wines, full of character. Among the most seductive and daring white wines from the south, discover these 
charming cuvées signed Guffens!

LANGUEDOC – ROUSSILLON – CAHORS - PROVENCE 
Among all the French viticultural regions, none has made more progress in recent years than this sun-drenched region.  It now presents delicious red & white wines 

which offer real value.

The wine icon Guffens-Heynen's project in the Southern Rhône.  This Syrah is a excellent example of the variety, 
exhibiting bold berry flavors and a velvety smooth finish. A must-try for any wine enthusiast.

Cucuniano is the historic name of the village where this wine is borne and the heart of the fertile valley. This ruby-red 
vintage bursts with a red fruit, lightly toasted flavours with good length.

Alsace wines are dry and full flavored, easy to distinguish from other French wines because of their distinctive perfumed bouquet.  The specific aromatic nature of 

these wines depends on the grape variety.

LOIRE
Truly the garden of France, from Blais to St. Nazaire.  These wines are famous for their rightness and dryness of character.

Dark colour with intense aromas of red berries, liquorice & vanilla.  The ripened Grenache offers fig notes on the finish 
and the Mourvedre coats the wine with pleasant smoky notes. Easy to drink!

A strong, elegant and complex wine from the very best of soils in Faugere, made from 80% Syrah and 20% mouvedre, 
made by the Gaillard family.

The nose is powerful, characterized by aromas of exotic fruits such as mango, lychee, very marked notes of white 
flowers, with nuances of pear and sweet spices. The palate is full, perfectly balanced, pure and tense. The sweetness is 
balanced by a nice acidity. 

The quality of the soil and its marvellous exposure give the wines an attractive gold colour of great intensity. on the 
nose, they have a fine, concentrated aroma of ripe fruit. they are generous on the palate, well balanced, with a long 
finish.

A delicious top wine from Samuel Baron in the Loire Valley. Certified organic since 2015, the wine is clean and flinty with 
lime and citrus notes, and could basically masquerade as Sancerre at two-thirds the price.  If you love Sauvignon Blanc, 
you shouldn't miss this one

Organically vinified dry from their vineyards in Kientzheim, this classic-styled dry riesling shows nice exotic fruit and 
acidity.  Floral aromatics, with nuances of pear and sweet spices . Long and tense in the mouth, this wine will evolve 
gracefully for several years.

A lovely nose of very ripe, smoky Grenache fruit, with notes of raspberry, black cherry, rosemary and black pepper.  Full 
bodied and very masculine on the palate, with plenty of ripe, meaty tannins and firm acidity behind the black cherry 
fruit.

A more powerful wine than the Serral, a real original wine blend of Syrah and Mourvedre. Packed with smoked black 
fruit, vanilla and spice flavours.

The new top wine from the Cucugnan valley. Aromas of red fruits with a note of rose. An elegant, fine wine, all in 
subtlety which in the second mouth opens on a great concentration, a beautiful power but in the freshness. Note an 
exceptional tannic structure, which keeps an elegence with the high altitude Grenache..

The vines have been grown biodynamically since 2003, and the grapes are harvested by hand. In its youth, this wine 
gives off floral and citrus aromas. As it ages, hints of minerality and honey come through.

On Schœnenbourg, Riesling is king. The Grands Crus Schœnenbourg, excellent wines for aging, develop powerful and 
rich floral aromas. The domaine work biodynamically. 95/100 Parker.

The nose is 
floral with hints of lemon, apricot, and honey, while the palate is crisp, refreshing, and well-balanced. 

Muscadet is produced in the coastal area around the mouth of the Loire from a variety called Melon de Bourgogne.  
Muscadet is the next big thing out of France, so if you like lighter, fresher styles of wine. this is the one you want to buy!

Produced on the south facing slopes in Thesee,, a selection of the best cuvees from 'Le Cot',  this Malbec is showing a 
little more power and spice.

Though 75% of their production is white, they make a small quantity of high-quality Pinot Noir and Biorga is their top 
level cuvée sourced from vines that are more than 60-years-old. This is a supple and elegant wine, with soft red berry 
fruits, wild herbs and remarkable mineral tension.

ITALY
Italy has undergone a renaissance in wine-making since the mid 80’s; it stands unrivalled as wines of diversity and value.  This is the third year we directly imported 
Individual Estate Wines from Italy, the fun and challenge was to pick the gems of Italy’s ecological treasure chest

Philippe Guerin is a Muscadet producer, but we simply adore his red from Merlot. Soft and plummy with typical black 
fruit flavours of plums and blackberries, with a nice little kick of dryness at the end to let you know that you are in a 
cool, northerly zone of France.

The "Tellus" Syrah is a beautiful example of what this grape can offer in the Lazio region. It is a red wine with a refined 
bouquet of juicy fruit and sweet spices that has a full and tasty sip, with a refined freshness.

This charming Chianti Classico is produced from 90% Sangiovese and 10% Merlot sourced from vines 15 to 30 years of 
age. Smoky and fragrant with black cherry on the nose, spicy and zesty on the palate with layers of earthy florals, dark 
cherry, blackberry and smoke. 

From the southern area of Veneto, the cooler climate enhance its elegant fruity aromas and freshness. A 100% Pinot 
Bianco, aged fining on lees for 4 months in stainless steel tanks.

Made with 90% Sangiovese, Fonterutoli is the little brother of Castello Fonterutoli and the Benchmark of the estate. 
Black cherry, bramble and spice with hints of tobacco. Round palate with ripe tannins and a touch of spice on the long 
finish.

Our “best buy” wine, produced primarly from grapes grown at high altitude (over 450 metres). A great wine with an 
exceptional good value for money. 70% Sangiovese, 30% Merlot, aged 10 months in American oak barrels, this wine has 
been rated 92 pts by James Suckling and commented as “One of Italy’s Finest Wine Value” by Robert Parker.

The flagship red of Cotarella, Montiano is a 100% single-vineyard Merlot grown in Montefiascone, Lazio. The volcanic, 
mineral-rich soil of the Montiano vineyard and a rigorous hand selection of these grapes contribute to Montiano’s solid 
structure and concentration. One of the most sought-after wines from central Italy.

Campi Raudii is a Nebbiolo based cuvee, this tawny hued beauty displays aromatics of dried cranberry, strawberry and 
cherry. The tannins have a silky texture and elegant structure, making an incredibly age-worthy wine.

A super Tuscan, equal parts Merlot and Sangiovese.  The Mazzei 2020 Siepi is a terrific vintage with abundant aromas of 
sweet black cherry, underbrush and blue wild flower. This is a medium to full-bodied Tuscan red that shows enormous 
elegance and depth. 98/100 James Suckling

This is their very accessible Barbera, which Marina describes as having good acidity and a juicy, red fruit flavour profile. 
This fresh, young style is fermented and stored in concrete before bottling.

Boca is on the western side of the River Sesia, a wine offering a little more subtilty in the finished style. The inclusion of 
Vespolina in the blend acts as a foil, softening the structure and power of the Nebbiolo. Drinking well now!

Le Macioche is an incredible wine that perfectly captures the essence of the picturesque region of Montalcino in 
Tuscany, Italy. This wine is made with 100% Sangiovese grapes that are carefully selected and picked by hand. The 
resulting wine is beautifully balanced and rich with aromas of dark fruit, cherry, leather, and spice.

It has a ruby   red colour. The nose reveals hints of red fruits, blueberries and currants,  with mineral notes, spices, citrus 
(orange) and balsamic. On the palate it is full-bodied, warm, round, dry, fresh, slightly sapid and rightly tannic. Overall it 
is balanced with greath length. 95/100 James Suckling

A blend of 85% Cabernet Sauvignon and 15% Cabernet Franc with 70% of the wine aged in new French oak. The 
bouquet is wide with dark fruit, spice and toasted oak, well-integrated and elegant. 95/100 Parker

A blend of Sangiovese and Cabernet Sauvignon, this has a core of cherries and raspberries with tannins that give support 
to the fresh and lively fruit. Great power, depth and concentration. It was one of the forerunners and also one of the 
top 10 players of the “Super Tuscans” phenomenon.  Decanter  Rating: 96/100

Ogrà, named after the family's grandmother, is the result of many years of experimentation and experience with the 
interaction of microclimate and terroir. Showing great intensity and concentration. The wine sees rich layers of black 
fruit, baking chocolate and sticky cigar tobacco. The wine is big for sure, but expert winemaking means it does not taste 
overripe or too heavy.

A delight for lovers of supple red wines and the second wine of Cotarella's Tenuta Montiano. Deep ruby red, slightly 
sweet notes of ripe blackberries and black cherries on the nose, some coffee, spices, vanilla and subtle toasted aromas. 
Pure and clear in the mouth, soft but powerful tannins, long.

A concentrated red wine from Nero d'Avola grape on the limestone soils of Sicily. Aromas of small, ripe red and black 
fruits accompanied by persuasive oak notes. A wine with good structure and a long, layered flavour. It has an aging 
potential of up to 10 years.

The wine is a blend of 75% Monastrell  and 25% Cabernet Sauvignon rom different plots at altitudes around 650 metres. 
This mature red wine boasts notes of blueberries and blackberries on the nose, with a palate full of intense fruit flavors 
and hints of vanilla and coconut with warm finish. 

Tonnes of black fruit, spice and oak. This is a very forward wine designed to please with 60% Cabernet Sauvignon and  
40% Shiraz.

SOUTH AFRICA
These wines have been selected with the assistance of Master of Wines Richard Kelley who is also regular contributor to the famous John Platter SA Wine Guide.

A local wine made 100% with Monastrell grape variety in the mountain of Alicante. Aromas are very intense with plum, 
white pepper and floral notes.  Good balance between fruit and wood. Great persistence.

Hailing from a single vineyard called San Quiles, which is considered the estate’s very best, this 100% Tempranillo is only 
made in the finest vintages. Completely fermented in oak barrels and matured for 8-10 months in a mixture of French 
and American oak, the result is a deeper, darker, richer and far more modern style of Tempranillo.

Produced from 90% Tempranillo and 10% Mazuelo, excellent depth and structure. Fine-grained tannins with oozing dark 
blackberry fruit and lifted by a red-fruit freshness. Aged for 15 months in oak (60% American and 40% French). This gives 
the wine subtle hints of vanilla spice and nutmeg which are beautifully combined with generous, ripe fruit notes. 

SPAIN
The climate in Rioja is a mixture of Atlantic, Continental and Mediterranean. Summers are hot and winters are cold with significant rainfall. The Tempranillo grape 

dominants the red wines and ageing in oak and bottle define wine style and quality.  

The outstanding producer of Rhone style reds in the Cape, the small, bonsai-like vines have made some of the Cape’s 
best Shiraz since the first release in 2005. Awarded 92/100 in Decanter.

Pinotage is often seen as South Africa's signature variety, a cross between Pinot Noir and Cinsault. First cultivated in 
1925 by Abraham Izak Perold who was the first Professor of Viticulture at Stellenbosch University. This fun Pinotage has 
been created by Richard Kelley, Master of Wine.

A wonderful hand harvested wine delivering great ripeness and complexity.  Fragrance of intense tropical fruit, ripe 
gooseberry and fleshy kiwi with herbal undertones.

part of the superb parcel of wines “Liberated” by MW Richard Kelley. Richard believes that Chenin Blanc is the world’s 
best grape variety. This parcel is delicious to drink now and is lighter in style than is the norm in the Cape. Faint hints of 
oak, delicate fruit flavours, some Vouvray-esque notes and a light fresh finish.

Cultivated exclusively “ad alberello” (bush training) in the ancient area of Noto, “Doppiozeta”, meaning “Double Z”, 
twice the value of Zisola which refers directly to the Mazzei’s name. Offers soft, sweet flavors and bright fruit 
succulence.

Reassuringly familiar notes of worn leather and cured meat mix with gentle red berries and aromas of sweet, exotic 
spice. The palate has that wonderful freshness that Amézola always bring to their wines, whilst the supple tannins drift 
and melt on the tongue.

The Foundry, has won critical acclaim, this 100% Syrah is a benchmark for the grape. The aim is to produce a wine of 
refinement rather than brute power, retaining the herb-and-spice appeal the variety achieves in the Northern Rhône.

GERMANY
The Franz Keller estate spans 35 hectares across 9 vineyards in the historic Kaiserstuhl region in Baden. The steep slopes of the region, paired with the Mediterranean 
climate and unique soils, provide the optimal growing environment for the Burgundian varieties that Franz Keller specializes in. The Kellers’ terraced, small-lot 
vineyards are planted with 38% Grauburgunder (Pinot Gris), 30% Spätburgunder (Pinot Noir), 17% Weissburgunder (Pinot Blanc) and 8% Chardonnay. 

A wonderful dark berry fruit paired with tobacco, dried herb and peppery nuances. Well-integrated tannin structure and 
juicy finish.The tephrite, a dark volcanic rock that is mostly found near craters due to outpourings, makes for a 
distinctive type of Pinot Noir.

These vineyards were planted with 100 percent Burgundian Pinot Noir clones in 1999 and 2003 produce a fine and 
elegant Pinot Noir. Aromas of wild berries, mocha and licorice on the nose, fresh acidity and fine tannins on the palate.

This Pinot Noir  reveals a brilliant, light red color in the glass. This single-variety German wine reveals wonderfully 
expressive notes of black currants, plums, black cherries and morello cherries in the glass. There are also hints of 
gingerbread spice, black tea and oriental spices.
